Campout Checklist

1. Paperwork – To be turned in as soon as possible
All paperwork needs to be completed and turned in before the outing 
(Permission slip, outing details. This will be posted on the troop website as soon as it is available.) Patrols must bring copy of menu and patrol duty roster to campout and it must be posted at the campout. 
2. Menus – No modifications once patrol decides on menu


Menu planners and patrol duty rosters are available on the troop website 



and in the file cabinet in the troop room. All menus will be approved by the 


Scoutmaster, Asst. Scoutmaster before the Grubmaster will purchase the food for 

the campout. All scouts will pay $12 to the Grubmaster. If the cost of the food is 


less than this per person, there will be a refund given to each scout. If the cost is 


more,
then it is the responsibility of the Grubmaster to collect the difference. 


If you need charcoal it is the responsibility of the patrol to purchase it with 


the food. Put patrol name clearly on the bag and store in trailer between 


outings.
3. Patrol Boxes – Patrol / Grubmaster responsibility
The Grubmaster checklist will be covered by the Grubmaster before the boxes are allowed to be packed in the trailer. The Grubmaster is responsible to make sure that the tools are packed in the patrol box and that if items need replaced, that the Quartermaster is informed of what items need to be replaced.

4. Tents – Patrol leaders responsibility
  Before the campout the tents need to be opened and inspected for:


Strings – Are they complete?


Stakes – Are they complete?


Poles – Are they complete? 

Tarps – Are they clean and folded?


Tents – Have they been inspected and ready for use? Do they have

holes and have they been fixed, or reported to the Quartermaster?

The patrols will be responsible to take the tents and tarps home. Make sure they are dry and clean, and inspect each tent before returning to the Quartermaster to be checked in.  If the tents or tarps are brought back and put in dirty, the same scouts will take the tent or tarp home and do it again!!!
5. Trailer – Quartermaster / All Patrols

Work with patrol leaders on getting the trailer loaded with all necessary 


equipment, and remove anything that will not be needed on outing and store in 
the troop room.
